- Ability to work well with a team 

- Ability to maintain physical and mental exertion over sustained periods of time to complete job

Duties: 

- Work under the direction of the lead coaches of the competitive programs at H2O, Jr 

development and Jr performance groups 

- Support the delivery of the dryland program offered to the Jr development and Jr performance 

programs 

- Attend all scheduled workouts, meets, and meetings – 100% attendance is expected 

- Demonstrate effective coaching through knowledge, workout implementation, and interactions 

with athletes and parents 

- Other duties as requested by the Head Coach including attendance at swim meets 

- Provide coverage for other coaches at any of the pools as necessary
